Jason Ponsford (Quality Manager) , Gwyn Evans (Engineering Manager) and Mark Ryan (Production Manager) have a
day-to-day responsibilities for safety of their employees, consultations with employees, monitor the H&S and give
information, instructions and supervision to their employees. ’
